Timing Equipment and Score Board

The following come into effect for Championships and Finals from 2007 and for
all other events from 2009.

1. REQUIREMENTS FOR DISPLAY IN JUDGE’S BOX AND ON SCOREBOARDS

The following must be visible in the Judge's box:
e The 45 second count down (if it reaches zero, the running time starts).
e The net time (net time is the difference between the competitor's start time and
the competitor’s finish time).
The time allowed.
Time penalties for exceeding the time allowed.
e Time correction (+ 4 seconds for obstacle demolished following a refusal). The 4

second penalty is to be added immediately to the time when the clock is restarted
and the rider resumes his round.

Faults incurred on obstacles (Table A).

Faults converted into seconds and added immediately to the net time (Table C).
The total time.

The following minimum data must be displayed on the scoreboard:

For CSI1*, CSI2*, CSIO1*, CSI02* & CSIO 3*: numeric display min. 9 digits
e 45 second countdown
e Nettime
e Faults
e Running number of horse

For CSI3*: alphanumeric display minimum 20 digits
e All of the above, plus:
e Name of horse
e Name of rider
¢ Nationality

For CSI4* and CSI5*: alphanumeric display minimum 20 digits
e All of the above, plus:
e Current ranking
e Score and time to beat
e Possibility to display the current top five placing

For CSI04*/CSI05*/Games/Championships: alphanumeric display min. 20 digits
All of the above, plus specific requirements for Nations Cup

Names and scores of entire teams

Clear indication of which score is to be dropped for 1 and 2" rounds

When a rider enters the ring, the results of the other team members are to be
displayed. It is optional to display the result of each team.
